Westautobahn Vienna-Salzburg (A1) At the Salzburg interchange switch to the Tauern Autobahn (A10), direction Villach. At the Bischofshofen interchange take the Pinzgauer Bundesstrasse (B311), direction Zell am See Maishofen - Saalbach Hinterglemm
